3. Submit a supporting letter written by a teacher or the principal to indicate that the applicant shows
potential in terms of Life Science/Geography.

You need to provide your own transport fo and from the aquarium for the duration of the course. You need to
participate in daily assessments and the practical aspect of the course that take place away from the
Aquarium on selected days of the programme. We provide transport from the aquarium to the outing and
back.
